Berlin is the capital and largest city of Germany by both area and population {approx.

3.8 Mio. inhabitants) and one of Germany's 16 federal states. It is surrounded by the state of
Brandenburg, and contiguous with Potsdam, Brandenburg's capital. The two cities are at the
center of the Berlin-Brandenburg capital region, which is, with about six million inhabitants
and an area of more than 30,000 km?, Germany's third-largest metropolitan region after the
Rhine-Ruhr and Rhine-Main regions.

Founded in the 13" century, Berlin has
had an eventful history. Excavations
from 2008 suggest that the city may be
even older than was previously as-
sumed: state archaeclogists have dis-
covered an oak beam that probably
dates back to 1183.
Almost no other metropolis has experi-
enced such frequent, radical change
transforming the face of the city. Alt-
hough Berlin saw steady growth in its
importance, dazzling epochs alternated
with darker eras. Nevertheless, the for-
merly divided city has succeeded in be-
coming a vibrant metropaolis in the heart
s of Europe.
